 The Conditions for Mass Intentions:  

 
 

¶ Mass intentions can be said for individuals, couples, families or defined 
groups. Examples: Mr. and Mrs. Jones; the Jones family; the communion 
class of OLM; the catechists of our parish. 

¶ Mass intentions can be either for the living intentions of an individual or 
group, or for the repose of the soul of a deceased person or group of    
deceased persons.  Examples: for the living intention of John Jones, the 
intentions of the Jones family, the repose of the soul of Jane Jones or the 
deceased family members of the Jones family. 

¶ The intention of a single Mass cannot be offered for the combined         
intentions of both the living and the repose of the soul of the deceased.  
Clarification: if one member of a couple is deceased and one is surviving, 
the Mass cannot be offered for this couple at the same Mass.
