Today we hear in the Gospel reading, ñThis is my commandment: Love one another as I have 

loved you.ò This is central of the Christian faith, ñLove one another as I have loved you.ò Je-

sus loved us so much that he came into our world to live among us and to die for us. He came 

into the world to explain Godôs plan for us, to teach us how to live in accordance with his will 

and to heal us in body and in soul. 

 

We are no longer servants but we are Godôs friends. We are the ones to whom he has revealed 

his innermost secrets.

I is for Invest; invest in your parish with your time, 

talent, and treasure; the parish needs your commitment of your stewardship to survive and 

thrive. T is for Tell; as Catholics we boldly tell others about our faith, how Our Lord is work-

ing in your life. S is for Sacraments; we, as Catholics, participate in the sacramental life of 

the Church, especially the Sacrament of Eucharist and Reconciliation. 

 

My simple prayer is that each one of us heed Jesusô command with joy and practice to love 

each other as Christ has loved us.
